Chennuru is a small village in Pedana mandal, near 
Pamarru, Krishnan Dist. with   a population of over 
1000 households and over 4000 people.  Late Sri 
Chennuri Venkata Subba Rao garu was a resident of 
this CHENNURU Village in 1920s,30s,40s till he died 
in 1949.  Even after 75 years elders of  Chennuru 
and surroundings villages remember of Late Sri 
Chennuri Venkata Subba Rao garu because of his 
good deeds, philanthropic activities and service to 
the village.  His sons, late Sri Chalapati Rao, late Sri Dasharatha Rama Rao, Late Sri Janaki Ram, late Sri 
Partha Samadhi continued their attachment and services to the village Chennuri all along and developed a 
bonding to the family though they don’t have any property or a person from the family.

The villagers believe that  a small temple, Sri Kodanda Rama Devalayam, probably constructed in 1930s or 
so  has some historic and religious prominence. The Chennuri family from Hyderabad started associating 
with it from 1985 as their forefathers developed it with the help of  Puppala family members,  residents of 
Chennuru village, who also have bonding with this temple as their grand father late Puppala Lakshmayya 
garu involved in his time. Both families together rebuilt the temple in 2016. The Kodandaram devaalyam is 
almost at the center of the village and is very popular.

Both Chennuri and Puppala family members are maintaining the temple with Nitya Pujas, a grand 
celebrations of  Sri Rama Navami festival with Kalyanam and  Annadanam etc.  Sri Kodanda Rama Trust 
is formed to develop the temple further and to maintain the Temple with transparency.

Sri Kodanda Rama Bhajan Mandir: 

 
As the temple is in a small place and cannot be 
expanded further and on the advice of some village 
people, it is is decided to construct a  Bhajan Mandir  
for using it for bhajans, prayers and  also for other 
functions in Chennuru village. Villagers say that there 
is no such  facility in and around Chennuru village and 
this facility can be very useful for neighboring villages 
also.  
 
With the divine blessings of Lord Sri Kodanda Rama 
Swamy varu, Chennuri Charitable Trust purchased 31 
cents of land on Chennuru -Bantumilli Road ( less than 
a Kilo meter from the temple).  
                                                                                                            
We started the operations for the construction facility 
and as a first step , with a view to level the land and 
increase its height slightly, we started spending  money 
on bringing over 100 tipper load of mud and increased 
the height.  

We have also consulted VASTU expects and taken their 
suggestions and accordingly made corrections in the 
land piece itself. We identified a Construction agency ( 
which agreed to carry out this divine  job on cost to cost 
basis)  and got the estimates and designs made.  

 This Rs 80 lakh facility with two big halls -one for 
functions and one for dining will also have two separate 
One bed room apts ( one for Pujari of the temple, one 
for Manager of the Bhajan Mandir. )
